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WA’s Cycling Funding 
Cr isis 

Well it looks like we need to talk 
about money, in particular the lack 
of it, being spent on cycling in WA.  
While other states are getting it 
right, in WA things have gone off 
the rails a little. It’ s embarrassing 
really, after being so successful at 
committing money and resources; 
after leading the country in cycling 
participation; to now be facing some 
seriously lean cycling years during 
an economic boom time. 

The BFA has reported that;  

“The Bicycle Industry was 
somewhat disappointed to find 
out that the funding to cycling 
infrastructure has been reduced 
in WA in the 2006/07 budget at a 
time when cycling is increasing in 
popularity, with many people 
trying to reduce their trips made 
by car due to the high cost of 
petrol. 

WA has been the leading state in 
Australia in investment into 
cycling which has resulted in the 
highest increase in cycling 
participation of all states. To be 
able to maintain and build on 
this, we believe it is vital to 
maintain the commitment as 
there are many people in WA 
who still don't have access to 
good cycling facilities.” 

Whereas in Queensland the state 
government seems to recognise that 
it must take responsibility for 
infrastructure development… 

‘The South East Queensland 
Infrastructure Plan and 
Programme (SEQIPP) which was 
released on 27 April 2005, 
identifies the main infrastructure 
priorities for the region over the 

next 20 years. The plan details 
the proposed investigations, 
planning, design and 
construction required over the 
period in order to implement the 
South East Queensland Regional 
Plan (SEQRP). Significant 
investment in the development of 
cycle infrastructure is proposed 
over the next 20 years to 
accelerate the development of 
South East Queensland's 
regional cycle network facilities. 
$200 million has been allocated 
for network development and is 
to be apportioned across the 
regions as follows; 

·  $80 M to Brisbane  
·  $50 M to the Gold Coast  
·  $50 M to the North Coast  
·  $20 M to the Boonah 

(Western) Region. 

A further $120 million is to be 
allocated for the development of 
pedestrian/cycle bridges within 
Brisbane city. 

The network funding is to be 
used primarily for the 
construction of facilities that form 
part of, or complement, the 
Integrated Regional Cycle 
Network Plan (IRCNP) for SEQ. 
Only 412km of the 1400km 
regional cycle network has been 
constructed so far and local 
networks are piecemeal due to 
inconsistent Local Government 
funding. Existing regional 
infrastructure does not yet 
provide continuous, safe cycling 
or walking routes that are 
suitable for many day-to-day 
trips. The SEQIPP funding will 
allow crucial cycleway links 
within the network to be 
constructed. 

The Integrated Transport 
Planning Division is the 
responsible area within 
Queensland Transport for the 
planning and delivery of this 

program. 

The SEQIPP cycleway funding is 
proposed to be delivered through 
a combination of; 

·  an injection into the TIDS 
(Transport Infrastructure 
Development Scheme),  

·  50/50 grants to Local 
Government, and,  

·  a state government capital 
works program for cycling’ 

Meanwhile in Victoria bike paths 
have received a $72 M boost from 
the state government to encourage 
two-wheeled commuting and 
recreation. 

‘Premier Steve Bracks said the 
money would be spent over 10 
years to establish and upgrade 
on-road bicycle lanes and off-
road cycling trails, and to provide 
safer pedestrian crossings on 
busy roads.  

Mr Bracks said about $4 M per 
year was now being used for on-
road bicycle paths, but this would 
be lifted by about $7 million per 
year to bring total funding over 
the next decade to about 
$112 M.  

"This funding represents the 
biggest commitment to bicycle 
and pedestrian paths in the 
state's history and will provide 
safer, quicker cycling routes, 
reduce traffic congestion and 
improve road safety," Mr Bracks 
said.  

He added that he knew that the 
popularity of bike paths was 
going up and the number of 
people using bicycles to 
commute and for recreation has 
increased by about five per cent 
per year over the last three 
years." 

Mr Bracks said more than 50km 
of on-road bicycle routes would 
be developed each year in 
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Melbourne and regional areas 
under the strategy.  

He also said the Victorian 
Government would allocate 
about $30 M more for advertising 
and other means to ensure the 
increased use of public transport.  

The funding would encourage 
more people to take up cycling 
as an alternative to driving, which 
will help ease road congestion.  

Victorian Environment Minister 
John Thwaites said $8.3 M of the 
package would be a boost to 
funding for off-road bicycle trails.  

"About one million people use 
the off-road Yarra Trail every 
year, but there are obstacles 
along the way and this money 
will help remove some of those 
obstacles," said Mr Thwaites.’ 

 

Light up your Life

For those of us who ride all year 
round, the onset of winter means 
shorter days, and that means 
lights for your bike.  With the 
range of cheap, effective and 
reliable LED cycle lights currently 
available, there is no excuse for 
not having lights on your bike, 
however don’t assume that just 
because your light flashes, it is 
visible to other road users. 

There are two visibility 'problems' 

1: low battery - Do not wait for 
your light to stop flashing before 
you replace the batteries. LEDs 
will keep flashing but just get 
dimmer.  I have ridden up behind 
cyclists with dim flashing rear 
lights that were only visible from 
2 metres away.  Check your own 
bike by putting on the flasher (at 
night) then walking away from 
your bike to check at what 
distance it can be seen easily.  
Do this in a lighted street.  If in 
any doubt, replace the batteries. 

2: flasher placement - properly 
mounted on your bike (and with 
fresh batteries) flashers are 
easily seen.  However I have 
noticed that flashers attached to 
backpacks, helmets or clothing, 

no matter how bright, often 
cannot be seen once the cyclist 
bends forward.  This is usually 
because in the act of bending 
forward on the bike the flasher 
lens points at the sky signalling 
happily to passing UFOs, but 
unseen by approaching vehicles.  
Even if the lens points rearwards, 
the fabric loop to which the 
flasher attaches can allow the 
flasher to twist with riding 
vibration, and bury itself in the 
fabric - I had one bag that 
vibrated in such a way as to 
switch the rear flasher off 
altogether.  Again get someone 
to ride behind you and report on 
how effective your flasher 
actually is. 

I trust your life is worth more than 
a couple of batteries and a hose 
clip.  

 

Tydeman Road Shared Path 
Access During Rail Loop 

Re-Construction

Main Roads WA has guidelines to 
provide access for cyclists and 

pedestrians during path 
maintenance or construction, as 
for motorists during road work.

Of the many examples where 
these guidelines have not been 
applied, recently completed path 
works along Tydeman Road are a 
bit of a doozie. Tydeman Road is 
the main route to the shipping 
container port in Fremantle, so 
truck traffic is heavy and the 
trucks generally large. It is also 
the main route to Port and 
Leighton beaches and attracts 
considerable vehicle and bicycle 
traffic. 

During much of 2005 and some of 

2006, Tydeman Road underwent 
a major reconstruction to 
accommodate a rail loop, involving 
a new railway bridge, a new level 
crossing, removal of an old level 
crossing, realignment of the road, 
etc. 

Before the reconstruction of the 
road began, there was a shared 
path on the South side of 
Tydeman Road which connected 
to the shared path on Queen 
Victoria Street at the East end 
(and thus to the Traffic Bridge 
path) and the shared path along 
the beach at the West end. 

A footpath existed on the north 
side of Tydeman Road, which did 
not connect to any shared paths, 
was narrow with high kerbs and 
had a blind corner. It had also 
been dug up and roughly filled in 
several places during the 
construction. For all these 
reasons, it was not suitable for 
use by cyclists. 

During construction, the shared 
path on the South side of 
Tydeman Road remained closed 
for almost the entire period.  A 
letter to the project manager, 
Forbes Watson at Fremantle Port 
Authority, complaining that cyclists 
now had to run the gauntlet of 
mixing with large trucks, 
eventually resulted in a statement 
that the “shared path” on the North 
side was still open to cyclists.   

Clearly, the Main Roads 
Guidelines were not followed. 

An earlier statement from FPA, 
that when construction was 
complete there would be shared 
paths on both sides of Tydeman 
Road, has proven to be 
misleading. While the rebuilt 
shared path on the South side is 
satisfactory, the footpath on the 
North side, now complete, has all 
its original limitations, exacerbated 
by a ‘bike trap’ at the rail crossing, 
with a notice instructing cyclists to 
dismount. That’s not exactly 
providing access for cyclists. 

National Ride to Work Day 

In October 2006 the BTA will be 
coordinating WA’s part in a ‘road 
test’ for a National Ride To Work 
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Day, which we hope will take off 
around the country next year. 
Bicycle Victoria is the brains 
behind the venture and will also 
provide support for interested 
groups.

Cups of coffee range from $3.20-
$4 and Cimbalino specialises in 
ultracheap breakfasts, including 
a traditional full breakfast as well 
as pancakes, banana bread and 
fruit salad, designed with hungry 
cyclists in mind.

It’s OK to Drink When 
You’re Thirsty  

Groundbreaking research 
undertaken in WA contradicts the 
popular belief that we need to 
replace all fluid lost while 
exercising. 

A team of researchers, led by Dr 
Paul Laursen from Edith Cowan 
University’s (ECU) School of 
Exercise, Biomedical and Health 
Sciences, studied 10 male 
triathletes competing in an 
Ironman event in Busselton. 

Each athlete swallowed a device 
known as a core temperature pill 
that enabled their core body 
temperature to be monitored 
remotely throughout the race. 

After completing the 3.8km swim, 
180km cycle race and 42.2 km 
marathon run, the athletes on 
average lost about three per cent 
of their body weight (2.3kg). 

During the race, however, their 
average body temperature 
increased by only one degree 
centigrade above normal. This 
small rise in temperature is well 
within the accepted safe range. 

Dr Laursen says the study 
indicates that the body can 
tolerate mild levels of 
dehydration in a temperate 
environment without risking large 
rises in core temperature. 

The findings, published in a 
recent edition of the British 
Journal of Sports Medicine, 
contradict the powerful message 
promoted by sports drink 
manufacturers that we should 
drink to match our sweat losses 
during exercise to prevent 
dehydration and the 
development of heat-related 
illnesses. 

“We are not saying don’t drink,” 
says Dr Laursen. “Rather we are 
saying there’s no need to panic, 
just drink when you are thirsty.”  

Dr Laursen says sports drinks 
are becoming more popular, 
evidenced by the rise in annual 
sales of the leading sports drink 
company from $100 million in 
1986 to $2.2 billion last year.
